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1) Discussion was centered around technology adoption
2) McLamore provided overview presentation for Sensor Search Engine (SENSEE)
3) What can we give growers that is valuable to them? We first need to give them a tool so that we can study the adoption. Baseline data is good for now but we need to determine what the tool is that we would like to give them. Hardware? Software? Both?
4) We need focus groups in FL to understand what groups of growers need, rather than focusing on only a few growers. We need to understand what the value is to growers (for different tech)
5) When comparing to SENSEE, what is the spreadsheet for growers that lists attributes, properties, variables. The FSMA rule can be our guide for how to start building this repository 
a. [bookmark: _GoBack]In our book chapter (SARSAG-SIGNALS) there is a reference to a group in the EU who was doing something similar. They used a framework to provide guidelines about questions. There is a copy of the EU document in SIGNALS. McLamore can dig up reference if useful
6) Our SENSEE-like algorithm should mine a subset of information repositories (EDIS, etc). We can embed “preferences” into an app (GPS, etc)
7) Pre-questions that can be added to the survey so that we can later aggregate data:
a. What is the crop?
b. What is the scale?
c. Where do you live?
8) The final SENSEE-like tool could use a career assessment example with %ages of which are important
